Curriculum

Supporting Learning at Home

practise these also. As the children prepare for transition into Year 1, we are developing 
their independence. This can be supported at home by encouraging your child to get 
themselves ready in the morning, collecting their things for school, practising zips/ buttons/ 
shoe laces etc.  
 

Uniform  
A gentle reminder to label all items of clothing belonging to your child. As the weather gets 
warmer, Ducklings will be spending more time outside. Please make sure your child has a 
sun hat and sun cream applied before school. We are not able to apply sun cream at school. 
Although we hope for sunny days, rain is inevitable in England! Please make sure your child 
has a raincoat or light coat each day.  
 

Forest School  
Ducklings have thoroughly enjoyed their sessions at Forest School so far and are looking 
forward to more exploring. We will now be attending Forest School on a fortnightly basis- 
starting Friday 16th April. Please remember layered clothing. Additionally, if your child has a 
pair of wellies at school they do not need to bring another pair on Forest School days.
